1st Quarter:

2nd Quarter:

Dec. 2 -- Service – Complete two hours of service for any teacher. Summarize what you did for the teacher and how long you were there. This is in addition to your normal tasks. The teacher must sign off on your summary.

Dec. 16 --  Technology Challenge – Cut yourself off from all technology (except for what is necessary for work or cell phones for talking only) for one week. Or, if you have a cell phone, stop using it completely for 3 days. Write a half page typed about the experience.

3rd Quarter:
______Leadership Quote Book – Find at least 40 inspirational leadership quotes and put together neatly and creatively.

______Mentor/Tutor – Mentor/Tutor another student for at least one hour; this must be someone other than a family member. Attach a brief summary and have a parent, guardian, or adult sign the summary. 

4th Quarter:

______Creative Leadership Collage – It must be at least half of a poster board size and include quotes and pictures that depict what leadership is to you.

______ Service Project Ideas – Create a list of service projects that future students could complete. Find at least 15 service projects and describe them.
